My notes:
Announcement of funding from an anonymous Cork donor for forensics computer and Ramon spectroscopy. 
Giles report slagged off for using unwittingly? non-consecutive pages as controls from White Diary that excluded day when Casement’s eyes were poorly.

Letters there displayed by Dermot O’Leary written by Casement to his South London grandfather Jeremiah Joseph O’Leary aka Dermot who was an Irish Volunteer organiser in London. Dated around April/May 1914. In one, Casement asks after the young Fianna leader in London who had visited him. O’Leary told to call on Bigger when visiting in Belfast. Casement away a lot, he points out. [Can’t see any incoming letters from O’Leary in NLI or NYPL. Perhaps they were part of the cache destroyed by FJB, being of that mid-1914 time just before Casement’s departure to US. 
- Found them in NLI since.]
Thomas MacDonagh’s?? publication in 1914 of Casement’s Lost Youth poem re-mentioned as a fake. [I thought it was Casement’s own – check.*] Devoy’s meeting with the Gifford sisters said to be in a theatre?? and described as a frivolous encounter by Tim O’Sullivan. 

Portrait of Casement by Juliet Brown d. 1943, reproduced by O Síocháin, much derided as inauthentic and looking like Archbishop McQuaid. [It doesn’t but nor does it look like Casement.]
Mention of a Wellcome letter from Casement addressed in 1889 from Ulster Club, Belfast. 

Mannerings majored on diary entry for [10th?] October 1910 Gielgud’s misbehaviour with native women and vaseline entry the day after ‘paedophile thoughts’ (these pages accreted with polyvinyl acetate in Kew). He accepts much of the diary is in Casement’s writing.
