YELLOW FEVER MENTIONS IN CASEMENT DIARIES

December 1910 

The next day Casement left Brazil on the Ambrose, another “old tub”, skippered by a Captain Jones. The voyage to Europe lasted ten days with the first landfall at Lisbon. Casement feared quarantine difficulties there, as happened, but only for one night, because two 1st class passengers had died on board since the ship had left Pará: a Casement informant, “young Boyd” of the Peruvian Amazon Company succumbed to yellow fever and an “elderly Portuguese” to beri-beri.
16 October 1911

16 MONDAY    Arrived in Iquitos. Arr. Iquitos 9 a.m. Delayed landing by funeral of John Lilly’s son Lionel – died yesterday of Yellow fever…outbreak in Iquitos very bad. Prolonged dry weather. Fearful heat. [Casement told London of this death, advising that the illness of the English merchant’s son’s lasted “only four days.” Yellow fever, he wrote, was known locally as “Black Vomit.”
 Or vomito negro.]
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
