CASEMENT MENTIONS OF PRIVATE PHOTOGRAPHS IN THE 1910 AND 1911 DIARIES AND LEDGER 
There are three candidates for the four NLI photographs designated as José Gonzalez in my book on p. 347 (see also hatted, camp young man with heavy belt p. 245, not forgetting the spivs on p. 201 for other photographed, unnamed young men). 
These are the three Casement mentions in his 1910 and 1911 diaries of boys being photographed, with their descriptions 

· Antonio Cruz Perez - seen in 1910 and 1911 described as ‘half Indian’, ‘stout’ and ‘strong’ and with ‘huge’ legs.
· Ignacio Torres - seen in 1910, age 19½, ‘almost pure Indian’.
· José Gonzalez - seen in 1911, smokes and wears a hat, Indian blood, dresses well.
José is the likeliest candidate due to his hat, his smoking a cigarette, and being slightly Indian looking, with a reasonably well-cut suit. His age was never specified but he looks 16-18 not nearly 20, cutting out Ignacio Torres who was very Indian, while his legs are not ‘huge’, cutting out Antonio Cruz Perez.

1910 Diary

3, Saturday    Went out at 9.30-10 to look for Julio but saw no sign…Went on “Athualpa” at 10 and talked skipper and Brown and then lo! Ignacio on the Mole shovelling potatoes into a sack. So I asked him to come and see me today at 6 p.m. He said “Where” and I told him at C’s house…Waited till 6.40. No Ignacio or sign of him! Alack! To Booth’s to dinner after turn round Square. Saw Beauty last night first in work clothes and then again in pink shirt at 5.30 in front of Cazes. After dinner round Square very many times till near midnight and saw types especially Cazes’ office or shop. “Passeando” [strolling] and feeling left pocket. Took photo of young Booth Customs’ Clerk, Antonio Cruz Perez.
Sunday 4 Decr.    …Looking out window saw Ignacio waiting. Joy. Off with him to Tirotero and Camera. Bathed and photo’d and talked and back at 11. To meet tomorrow. Gave 4s/. At 5.30 Cajamarca policeman till 7 at Bella Vista and again at 10.30 passeando and at 8. Long talk. Shook hands and offered. Tall, Inca type and brown. Cards and Bridge and stupid party till near midnight [This was at the Cazes’ house where Casement was staying. Not having private rooms in Iquitos cramped his style on this visit.] Saw Cajamarca [the person not the town] several times from window.
1911 Diary

27 FRIDAY    Lovely morning and very bright sun all day. In house all day nearly. Saw “Manuel” in morning, on guard, with bayonet at side in blue and in afternoon at 3.30 several times on guard. Running and straight splendid legs and twirled round once and clasped a man around waist, holding him lovingly thus. It looked pretty big even at distance. Thinking of Manuel often and hope to meet soon now. Saw him often, in afternoon from window. Saw Antonio Cruz twice - very stout strong young man now. Promised y’day to photo him again. Stayed in house all day till near 6.30 p.m. when out to Plaza for a bit - and after dinner and a game of billiards with Brown. Out 9-10 to Plaza and Malecon seeing none and no sign of Manuel, although some soldiers to be seen. “Vaseline” at Nictheroy two years ago. “In sua bode”! [In his money pouch! - an amusing memory of a past encounter in a Brazilian town springs to Casement’s mind.]
13 MONDAY    To “Ucayali” but could see nothing of Ignacio – so sent Brown on board with photos to ask for him. Steward says he left ship last voyage. Oh! sick - and he has been in Iquitos all the time! Told Brown to find out where he is at all costs. Saw Antonio Cruz at wharf looking awfully nice – shook hands and asked him to come to M. Cocha with me when I returned from this trip. 

26 SUNDAY    Heavy rain in night. Up for Antonio Cruz at 7.30. He came 8.15. Lovely and huge legs. Is only 20. I photo’d him. He is an Iquitos boy and half Indian. Heavy rain last night and again this afternoon. Dined with Cazes and turned in at 9.30. Saw the splendid young Cholo policeman at 11.30 and gave him good day. Saw it was huge under loose knickers – He is splendid.

1910/1911

Ignacio. [Ignacio Torres, then a nineteen-year-old steward on the Liberal, the flagship of the Peruvian Amazon Company, featured in a number of ways in both the White and Black Diaries of 1910. He had a “huge erection” on 24 November 1910 but was not to be found in 1911. Ignacio, a former soldier from Taropoto, claimed to be Spanish yet Casement described him on 5 December 1910 as “almost a pure Indian” who spoke Quechua as his native language. Unsuccessful attempts were made to contact him earlier in 1911 from the UK.
]

Simon Pisango - seen [Indian pilot “with a nice face” also on the S.S Liberal in 1910 who again saddened Casement by abandoning his ethnic roots and iberianising his name. The new moniker however eluded Casement who variously called him Pisgara, Pizarro, Perez and Pisango, as well as both Simon and Samuel.]

“Cajamarca” - seen

Beautiful legs 

Young big eyes

Huge one. - Police [word bracketed over all three descriptors]
Office boy Cazes - (gone) - saw night.

Shop boy Do. - gone [On 3 December 1910 he was “feeling left pocket.”]
Antonio Cruz Perez. - seen [Obsession of 1910, photo taken on 3 December.]

Huge one plain clothes - Yes. [“The huge Cholo policeman” of 8 September and 5 December 1910; featuring in 1911 from 9 November.]

Julio. - no sign of. [Julio, a well-dressed Huitoto Indian boy and tease, got a number of mentions in November and December 1910 in both the White and Black Diaries, once “feeling it and holding it down in pocket.” Whether he was servant or slave was an unresolved issue in Casement’s mind, although the evidence points to the former.]

Brown legs, woodcutter. - no sign

Soldier Boy. - no sign of [“Young and lovely and a soldier from Lima”, he had been spotted in 1910 on 5 December.] 

Do. of Photo. - Gone, I fear.

Pink Stout Beauty - no sign of [On 3 December 1910 Casement had noted “Saw Beauty…in pink shirt.”] 

Pilot’s boy José Gonzalez - came 18th. & 19th. Oct. et seq. [These October dates relate to 1911 as do the other follow-up remarks, above. Boys simply marked “seen” or “gone” and José Gonzalez have their names stroked out. One José Gonzalez had been mentioned by name on 7 December 1910, a tall rubber tapper born in 1885, but he was on board ship heading “up Acre for 3 years - a fine young chap” and is not this apprentice pilot who took up so much of Casement’s time in Iquitos in 1911.]

1911 DIARY
OCTOBER 1911

19 THURSDAY    …Cold awfully bad. Took lots of quinine and stayed in bed. Sending Ricudo to Putumayo today by “Beatrice”. Young Pilot [José Gonzalez] came at 9 a.m. Very well dressed. Sat down and I stroked knee and gave 10/- and cigarettes and photos. Would like it I am sure. Caressed hand too. His is a big one I know. To come on Saturday to “passear” with me and get his photo taken. He is beautiful. Tells me Ignacio Torres is on S.S. “Ucayali” as steward. She is now “on voyage”. Will tell Ignacio to come to me on return. Cold got much worse so to bed and Doctor of “Napo” came to me. Great pain and trouble. Got quinine and to bed. Saw some splendid ones too again today and such lovely faces. Very heavy rain – began at 8.30 p.m. and till 11 in deluge – then stopped and then began again till 5 or 6 a.m.

21 SATURDAY    Expect José Gonzalez at 9 a.m. but am too seedy to go out with him today. Will give him a present and ask him to return on Monday early to go out to stream with me. He came at 9. New pants, showing much and bowed from street and then up to my room. I shut door and took his hat and almost at once I saw his getting stiff and bulging out sideways his pants. We sat down side by side and looked at Enock’s book [The Andes and the Amazon – Life and Travel in Peru] and I caressed and held hand and thigh and sometimes back. He blushed and hand hot and wanted awfully – leaning close to me and hand against my thigh. Bad cold. Told come 3 p.m.

3 o’clock. Waiting for José my fly open. Have just seen young Cholo boy 17 thick set, splendid legs and huge erection down left thigh opposite window. Will José’s be up too? He fully expects it I am convinced and is coming express. Had hair cut too! José came 3 and stayed till near 5. Got stiff and fingered it. I photo’d him often and tried get it. Mine up and I pulled it and he looked often and got redder and his very big. After dinner to band and saw lovely boy of Tuesday 17. Going home. [on blotter opposite:] Gave José necktie poplin and new Hkf also medicine.

22 SUNDAY    José Gonzalez to come at 8 a.m. and take me out to stream. Will show him mine. Went 8.30. No stream. Dried up – on to Morona Cocha, embracing hand, shoulder and waist often – in Laureto tram. Lunch and in together to Plaza. To go tomorrow Itaya. Afternoon to Cazes and then evening Malecon and Square. Some fine types and met again Beautiful of 17[th]. Asked to “passeando” on Malecon with me – but he shy and went. I believe wants it as always alone. Back 10.20 and turned in. Saw on seat on Malecon 9.30 p.m. Cazes’ former shop boy “Passeando” splendid limbs and grown. It huge. Was with a gentleman!

[Top of page:] Young municipal chap, blue uniform with huge one – splendid and on several Indian boys – very big exposures.

23 MONDAY    Up at 6 and out to meet José Gonzalez at Hospital 8.20 a.m. He there first, ill poor boy with fever. To Itaya River together where we swam – but he kept his calzonzillas on [Spanish word for underpants – correct spelling is calzoncillos.] However it got up after and was stiff and if not for his illness would have come off. Gave milk and money. To “Napo” at 5 and then to see house on Malecon of Moreys which will take probably – After dinner out to Bella Vista and round Plaza. Some splendid Indian lads with huge ones and beautiful sterns - and tried with several and then a lovely Lima boy of 19 with glorious face, a gentleman. Finally coming home a young soldier, thick-set Inca Indian - and gave cigarettes and 3S/P - and he accompanied me. Mine up and he looked and would have done it. “Manuel” is going to Caqueta. Very sturdy. He was quite ready I could see.

25 WEDNESDAY    Saw the nice boy of 17th and Sunday last at 6.25 a.m. returning from market with bag to House of Despachante opposite. Probably cook there. Wrote many letters (F.O. and others to go by “Napo” today). She catches “Lanfranc” and will reach England 23 Nov. probably. Saw one Inca soldier from Brown’s window at 2 p.m. with huge one all down left knicker – also young guard of day constantly feeling – slim limbs and lovely face. Then one came from Malecon feeling it and making signs to others as if entering! Then young white soldier (same as I walked partly with last night from Square) talking to others in shirt (open bosom) and knickers and one put hand on his and he showed enormous extension – as long as palm and big testeminhos. They all gathered round and looked and it was lying down all time, thick and about 7'' or 8'' long lying! Saw three bathing lovely colour and limbs and one big one. In afternoon lovely green eyed boy of 20th to Reuss Store underneath. He has a huge soft long one. I saw it plainly on left side loose pants. Smiled at him. To Hardings – whose store boy has a beauty too and smiles shyly. Sat in Square with young boy and splendid limbs, 6.30-7 till darkness came and home to dinner and turned in after. 

[On blotter:] Manuel the young “Loreto” battalion Corporal - Gave 6/- (3 dollars) and shook hands and stroked. He is very cheery and nice and wants it. Met Paredes and Harding at 4 p.m. Long talk. He complimented me mightily. Met Lincoln of Benito Lores on “Liberal”. Saw José on Malecon with long legged boy with fine stern and huge testeminhos and later two or three young boys in Plaza with very big ones from 5-7. Cold worse.

26 THURSDAY    The lovely boy of 20th came to Reuss’ store at 7 this morning and two carters to shift whiskey etc. He smiled and bowed. I love him – also one of the carters, a big Inca (white) péon with blue shirt and pants and a perfect monster. It swings and shows a head about 3'' in diameter! He has enormous shoulders and curved strong back about 27, and is as strong as stallion. Saw it at 9 a.m. swinging I’ll swear it is 3'' across. Lovely boy looked up and smiled – his is a big long soft one, or his pants are loose and yet it and his bags hang down a lot. He has a lovely gentle face (about 19½). Expect José some time today. River 63' 8''. Out to soccer [?] ground and then by Javary at dusk. 5.45 - and the young guard of y’day (and today) went past. Manuel splendid - both lovely. I saw from window. Then Cazes’ old shop boy well dressed and splendid legs went past and hugged a bigger boy. Out after and met and shook hands. Said he was sick – brought him in and gave him quinine. He said “I have grown much, haven’t I?” His name Alcibiades Ruiz - works John Lilly - and him on “Napo”. After dinner to Malecon and Lima soldier. 2 Cigarettes. Met Antonio Cruz Perez, much grown too.
30 MONDAY    In New House at Belen. Heavy rain all night. Packed up and got ready for flitting to new house. Awaiting José saw Reuss’ beauty arr. and new shirt and pants. It fine hanging and swinging loose. Also huge carter of 25 years – a beautiful splendid péon. Saw fine big Indian with huge on right side and then outside my new house small lovely boy with huge one too on right side. Moved into house – horrid. José came with me and said wd. arrange a péon and water for tomorrow. Péon to clear out the filth at back. Out at 6 to Cazes and Malecon and round square till 7 – seeing a lovely boy with legs stretched in front and huge long one under white pants and beautiful thighs. After dinner with Brown till 8.30 and then round square and Malecon and turned in at 10. Very sick. River was 66ft at 4 p.m. on Monday.

31 TUESDAY    New house is a pig sty – literally. It will never do for the Michells. Infested with mosquitoes and every noise and syllable next door heard. José Gonzalaz came and we went to Itaya where bathed. He stripped all today and I saw it, small, but it got big after and has large head. It was quite stiff after in his calzoncillos and stuck out straight. Back and breakfasted with Cazes. The Itaya had risen fully 8' since 23rd when last bathed. Gave milk José and told come on Viernes 3rd to go to Guayobamba. Slept afternoon and then to Bella Vista cocktails at 6 p.m. (having lunched with Cazes) and asked Cazes to dinner at “Continental”. After that at 8.30 round Plaza and on Malecon till 10 p.m. None – but in Plaza a splendid young moço who looked and looked and I thought wanted and followed but he stopped and talked. Also small boy to cigarette but he would not. River 66' 6''.

NOVEMBER 1911

3 FRIDAY    Out with José to Guayobamba via San Juan where we bathed both going and coming in a pretty little stream of cool water. Weather good except on way back when it got very hot…on to Cazes where I stayed to dinner – Mrs C. going to bed ultimately at 9.30 or so with an impudent glare. She is an awful vixen and leads that poor man a dreary life. My house is atrocious – a cesspool of the backyard and d.[amned] neighbours dumping heap. Turned in 11.30 waiting for rain – It came on slightly at midnight.

6 MONDAY    Rainy, gloomy morning. Told José to come today – but will not go with him – as don’t feel well enough. He came at 8.30 and showed him books and told come at 3. He came then. I alone on bed, and his got up and he pulled back coat and stretched out legs to show it - and looked at mine. Gave him £1 for boots. Then to Celandine with him and to house of German once in Cameroon with José and back 6.30. After dinner at Bella Vista – outside which I saw my “Muchacho” soldier boy pass at 7 to Plaza where Harding came – several beautiful types, listening to Paredes etc. on elections and Alcibiades there and I think wanted me, as he came past several times – with his splendid legs and white pants. His up too I think. Harding with me all time.

7 TUESDAY    Heavy rainy morning – awfully heavy now and rainy sky. Still ill with cold and indigestion. Have not met “Manuel” for 15 days and nights and seen only at a distance! Alack. He may be off in “Liberal” which leaves tomorrow for Putumayo – with Alcibiades on board. He said he was to go to Caqueta next month. Breakfast at Continental – then a walk to Mole – seeing one fine one on way. Coming back met the small boy with nice stern in Prospero and his was up. River 65' 3'' only a drop of 1' 8'' since Wednesday. A very big one sticking out pants on left side as he walked and big balls underneath. Met Beautiful Reuss at 12.50. Heavy rain from 4.40 a.m. Saw small mestizo boy of about 9 (tall and slim, perhaps 10) tossing himself off in street, from window – close to me. It was fully 7'' long and sticking out about half a foot – a huge one and a very nice looking boy indeed, but quite a child.

[Continuation of 7 November but on blotter facing 9 and 10 November:] 7th. Novr 1911 Out to Morona Cocha 4 – 5.30 meeting José and a girl. 3.30 p.m. a minute after preceding exhibition two Cholo boys came along, and one about 14 (with fine square shoulders) pulled his out to pump ship [urinate] and I saw a big yellow beauty – thick and fine with good long foreskin. Quite a young boy and when he put it in it bulged out his blue dungaree knickers. After dinner at Continental to Malecon in moonlight and there saw Alcibiades with the man and after in Square with him. At 10.10 he returned alone and saluted me at table and I followed him and found him lingering for me and looking back. Clasped hands and spoke lovingly – asked if alone and then said Adios for ever. Told me would be back in a month and I said I should be gone. He looked lovely. Has grown into a magnificent youth – broad chest, shoulders, hips and matchless thighs, and I could see under his whites the curved line of his splendid tonga. Turned in at 11.15.

8 WEDNESDAY    Nice morning “Liberal” sails at 1 or 2 today with Alcibiades Ruiz on board – Adios! Adios! I love him and his beautiful face and body and mind. Just at 10.15 when longing for him I saw from window José coming along and he stopped and shook hands and I asked him to come at 3 today – mine being stiff as a poker under sill. He felt his and looked glad and said “yes – esta buen señor” – So I feel I may really have him today. In breakfast at 11 saw Manuel Bazan as Sergeant of Police and shook hands. Talked Harding and then back at 1 to wait for José. On bed and at 3 he came beautiful – new pants, clean and lovely and it bulging. He wanted at once – but Brown and Omo came and heavy rain. So for a time at window – he looking at mine up - and then I sent Brown & O. home and took José to room and his got up too and he wanted awfully. His lovely face suffused with glorious Indian blood and eyes glistening. I refrained with enormous difficulty and at 5.30 he went with pineapple – after talk about Mexico. Heavy rain from 2.30 to 6 p.m. After dinner B. Vista to Cazes and talked to him till near 11. Gave notice to Morey wd. not keep on the house.

[On blotter opposite:] Señor José Gonzales, Calle de Arica No. 281, Iquitos. To send photos to him.

[At top of page:] In today’s paper “Ucayali” is timed to arrive 11th. Then Ignacio! River today at [sentence ends abruptly].

9 THURSDAY    Fine morning after rain – cold night. Therm 75 degrees. Harding expected “Manco” last night. Liberal expects 40 tons of rubber, Cazes says. No breakfast. Staid [sic] in house all morning. At 1 p.m. Magnificent young Cholo policeman passed with fine big one – and splendid calves. Strong as a tapir. Immediately followed by another with a Huge one on right side. Could see it plainly stiff and long and thick (about 7'') wobbling down right thigh – peaked Inca nose and pure cholo (about 30). 1.16 p.m. “Muchachaila” just gone past. My window wide open but he was looking across street or would have seen me. I flew to window and looked after – lovely stern, thighs and calves in blue and blue putties. He stood a minute upright and strong and then down side street. Will watch for return. He did return now at 1.26 and I saw him coming but hid. He glanced in window as passed but did not know I was there! And so I have again sacrificed love to fear. To dinner D.V. after Malecon and Plaza and soldier 9 Bat. cigarettes, but would not and then José to House at 11 p.m. 

10 FRIDAY    José to come at 8 after last night’s visit at 11 p.m.! To go to S. Miguel, but it is raining. He came at 8.10 – we went away at 8.25 first to S. Miguel and then on by new path to S. Juan where we bathed and after coming out mine under H’Kf [handkerchief] got stiff and he did same with his H’Kf and fingered it too and it got huge. I saw it swelling and at last under h’kf got glimpse of it and it was a tremendous one with red head. Nearly did it. Back at 11 and told him come 3: to breakfast Cazes’ seeing huge one on Wesches shop boy in store and then to Morey’s and now at 2.45 I am waiting for José naked, with mine ready! He came at 2.48 and on till 5 stayed with me – mine huge and his up too stiff. He wants it! He is quite ready – but if I do it I must take him with me to Rio! After dinner met Manuel. Gave good evening. To Malecon to wait him and there Indian “muchacho” from “Tapiche” wanted awfully. Splendid thighs. Tried feel it but got match box instead. Agreed to come with me but afraid of soldiers. Then a Colombian on Vatan launch and showed him mine and felt his.

11 SATURDAY    I hope “Manco” today – also “Ucayali” and to see dear Ignacio tonight. After last night’s two on Malecon I am tired and a bit afraid. The “Tapiche” boy said that the soldiers “agarrar” them [grab them roughly]. His thighs as firm as rocks and felt it and wanted awfully. Rain came on I asked him to follow. José now at 9 here reading “Carlo Magno” and “Don Quihote”. Expect Ignacio today. At 6 p.m. no “Manco” and I have not heard that Ucayali arrived. José came at 1 p.m. and staying till 3.20 or so writing English exercises and Spanish. Poor boy – I am sorry for him. To dinner at Bella Vista and then after to Brown’s where fell asleep with a headache after y’day. Very tired. Back at 10 p.m. and turned in straight to bed and slept. Heavy rain all last night – but river I fancy still dropping slightly.

22 WEDNESDAY    At Leticia since 11.30 p.m. Left only at 7.30 a.m. taking up Peruvian officer and family and enormous mass of rubbish of furniture including 5 jerrys! Cold is again very bad. Left letters to Tom, Gallwey, O’Reilly and Bernardino…Clock on church is painted strip of canvas always at 11.45 a.m.! …Met “Elisa” and got papers – including a “Truth” with part of Paredes’ summing up. José came and asked me for photo in Iquitos – looking lovely and then at 8.30 for cigarette papers and later I called and pulled mine and asked for water. Also with Pilot’s boy.

24 FRIDAY    …Arr. 9.55. Antonio Cruz came on wharf and will come Sunday 8 a.m. Saw some big ones on Indian boys and then up ladder at top a young Spaniard with huge soft big one under blue pants. At my corner the lovely 6 foot young Inca policeman and his up at full half cock! Simply enormous, all down left thigh and thick too – fully 7½'' and huge testeminhos too. I now am sure of the Indians! Many letters from Mrs Green and others. Saw the Cholo policeman again going to lunch and it was huge, half down his thigh and he 6 foot and lovely. Then the small policeman passed and his too enormous. Then Paredes young Editor also very big. José came at 3.15 looking very nice and it was half up and showed big. Gave 5/8 for Spanish book. Saw the young policeman while talking to José and it was simply huge. Both pure Cholos.

DECEMBER 1911

5 TUESDAY    Hope to catch “Rio Curuca” today at Remate de Males (12 Nov) – (Alas! I did not – I am still in Iquitos!) Lovely morning (awakened with vivid dream of 1887-1888 going up Mazamba Hill – Oh! God – to think of it – “The fields of Heaven” from Congo dia Lemba – 24 years ago in the hey day and glowing flush of my youth – just 23 years old – more than half my life gone since then). Expect Dr Paredes now with telegrams. Ignacio Torres at Nueva York Estate on Ucayali River with Daniel Fachin. José knows and will send photos. Out to Michells and Cazes. Got cloth for Ricudo’s mosquito curtain. Dined with Michells – left door open for José – Back at 10.15 and found him there and talked and felt – stiff as poker till 10.45. Lovely night with full moon and glorious sky and air as light and fresh as possible…

[On blotter:] 5th Felt José’s stiff and really this time. It was very big and he allowed me to do it just as I liked – never moving all the time. Got long cipher wire of 29th Nov. from F.O. mostly it unintelligible but clear they are making strong representations to Lima. 4 p.m.

6 WEDNESDAY    Fine morning. In house all day nearly. Dr Paredes called in the morning and I gave him letter to Anti-Slavery Society to Travers Buxton and told him call on Zulen and Jerome in Lima (to latter also a letter of introduction). He promises to get me the telegrams the Court is sending to Lima. Asked him for his Report again and got it back at 9 p.m. and will copy much of it tonight. José came at 6 and I gave (lent) him £6 for a suit to be repaid later on. Gave him the photos for Ignacio Torres to post and write. He says Daniel Fachin is a Loretano and not very honest. “He robs the accounts of his péons” – is half an Indian and Loretano. Harding and Paredes came at 9 p.m. and I gave latter final advice as to his action in Lima and promised to get the whole of the “processo” sent to the Minister of Justice, so that he can judge of the enormity of the crimes and remove the matter from the hands of these damned rascals here. José at 9.20 to 10.30 and felt his and laid his hand on mine – stiff. Gave him 1$ for Punchana on 8th. – Now to copy out Paredes report at 10.45 p.m. Bid José goodbye. Up till 4 a.m. at it.
