Casement to Morel letter

My dear Bulldog,

Just got your letter enclosing one addressed to Sir Roger Casement which I shall pass on to that man but I am sure he will not answer it except thro' me! What I said to you a few days ago was in confidence and I cannot discuss it further on the lines of your letter to Sir R.C. You must see that, if you will think on how I said it. No names of anyone were mentioned to me and I laughed at the story and ridiculed it. Why make up a fairytale and lose good energy fighting a myth that no real man ever believed? I don't think you are called on to deal with second hand liars and idiots and you make me feel an awful ass for having been such a fool as to mention it to you - but to tell you the truth I thought you knew already! - I had an idea that somehow or other the silly lie had reached you - but I see now (and saw in the taxi too) I was wrong and I was very sorry the thing slipped out from me as it did. I have not the slightest idea of who it referred to. I know my ideas are just as fallible as other men's - and in any case I should not give the thing another thought. The Testimonial wiped out that story from the minds of the few it could have influenced at all. I am overwhelmed with letters and worries too - among them that I find hard to tackle and I beg of you my dear Bulldog, display some of the generosity of your animal prototype and release your hold! If I noticed all the rot said of myself I'd be a raving lunatic instead of only a mild one. But I beg you to desist from taking further notice of what should never have reached you ever had I not been such a fool! You make me ashamed of myself.

In Catherine Cline's 1980 book on ED Morel 'The Strategies of Protest' on page 151, she wrote that "In an exchange of letters in late June 1911 Morel and Casement discussed in highly elliptical terms some shocking rumours which Casement reported were being spread about himself. Morel assumed the stories to be false, an impression that Casement encouraged." She does not reference the letters in question.

I reckon the opposite from the evidence of this one letter from the LSE archives (Morel F8/23/517-9). Would you concur that the stories were in fact about Morel. 
There are nothing like as many Morel to Casement letters in the NLI so I suspect that there may be no such Morel side to the correspondence, extant. I have still to read what does exist, from Morel, in the NLI. 
Do you have any clue about what Casement was trying to say in terms of stories about Morel, if so?

The words in bold are difficult to read and are my best guess. I wonder if you could make a better stab at working out their exact form from the enclosed copy original?
