NLI 39120/1-10 – New Accession Acc. 5946

I viewed at great speed on 26 September 2005 a new accession I had observed on the NLI website. [They haven't computerised even the old card index.] [Re-viewed March 2008.]
The attached are my notes from a very quick inspection, I don't know when this accession arrived but suspect they are remnants of Gertrude Parry’s estate that were not donated to the NLI at or before her death but kept back by the family. 

Apart from the 1895 notebook (full of good stuff) the remainder seems to be minor and of little significance. This notebook is not to be confused with the missing notebook from the early 1880s (the 1881 Scribbling Diary – see below), extracts from which, (almost all poetry) transcribed by Gertrude Parry, are to be found in the New York Public Library (Maloney collection IHP Box 2 Folder 41).

[According to Tom Desmond, NLI - Tel 6030309, it is accession 5946 and was bought on 21 August 2003 directly from the (male) owner who asked that his name be kept confidential. Elspeth Parry’s son John?? Some time ago he was reputedly after getting hold of the diaries themselves from Kew. Mrs Parry however told me a few years ago the family had nothing left by way of papers or photographs.]

The poems seem to be many of those published by Gertrude Parry in the 1918 Talbot Press edition which may explain why the notebook was separated from her other Casement papers that went earlier to the NLI.]
