Books, pamphlets and articles

George H. Knott Trial of Roger Casement , 1917 (304pp), In the Notable English Trials series: a ‘censored’ but full transcript of the trial proper. 

Roger CASEMENT Some Poems of Roger Casement (with an introduction by his cousin Gertrude Parry), Talbot Press, and T. Fisher Unwin, Dublin and London 1918: a selection of sixteen poems.

Dr Charles CURRY Sir Roger Casement’s Diaries - His Mission in Germany and the Findlay Affair, Arche, Munich 1922. These diaries commence in 1914 and cover much of his time in Germany. They were not private diaries and were edited by a close American friend who was the custodian of Casement’s German papers. Curry omitted much that was critical of Germany or America including discussion of the German atrocities in Belgium in 1914. The full text is in NLI manuscript files 1689 and 1690.

Dennis GWYNN Traitor or Patriot - The Life and Death of Roger Casement, Jonathan Cape, London 1930, 444pp. Well-meaning though dull book, heavily derived from the officially published Congo and Putumayo reports, exhibiting some suspicion that the diaries may be authentic. Gwynn wrote a long article in Studies (Spring 1965) entitled Roger Casement’s Last Weeks dealing with his religious conversion and his mother’s origins.

Captain Karl SPINDLER The Mystery of the Casement Ship - by its Commander, with a foreword by Florence O’Donohue, Anvil Books, Tralee, Co. Kerry 1965 (first published by Kribe Verlag, Berlin 1931): a good naval yarn that also includes dramatic POW-escape accounts from camps in England although some of the author’s facts have been disputed by other Germans involved.

Robert MONTEITH Casement’s Last Adventure, Chicago, 1932; revised with a foreword by Franz von Papen, Moynihan, Dublin 1953 (this edition quoted): a loyal and thoughtful account of the author’s involvement with the Irish Volunteers and Casement’s Irish Brigade in Germany. Having landed off the submarine in Kerry in 1916 and evaded capture, Monteith also tells something of his later involvements.

Geoffrey de Clifton PARMITER Roger Casement, Arthur Barker, London 1936: an empathetic book with much on the early days of Casement, based on the memories of his cousin Gertrude. Parmiter, a “very English” barrister, recanted some of his forgery theorising in a useful April 1960 article in Quarterly Review (Vol. 298). He died in 2000.

René MacCOLL Roger Casement: A New Judgment, Hamish Hamilton, London 1956, 328pp and Four Square paperback, 1960 and 1965: matter-of-fact biography, first modern professional attempt at a comprehensive and definitive life, accepting truth of the Black Diaries, antagonistic to Casement, the person - windy and unstable - but praising of his humanitarian efforts and Irish patriotic activity. Brisk, journalistic and judgmental, it was written at a time when witnesses were still living, and was consequently informed by MacColl’s interviews, especially with Serjeant Sullivan. He was a friend of Singleton-Gates and thus had access to the diaries although was obliged, he felt, by the Official Secrets Act not to mention that fact. 

Alfred NOYES The Accusing Ghost or Justice for Casement, Victor Gollancz, London 1957, 191pp: a compendium of the forgery school’s position to date, with a title prompted by the Yeats poem which attacked Noyes. He died before the diaries were published in 1959 although, working in collaboration with Roger McHugh, he actually had some idea of their contents.

Peter SINGLETON-GATES and Maurice GIRODIAS THE BLACK DIARIES – an account of Roger Casement’s life and times with a collection of his diaries and public writings, Olympia Press, Paris 1959, 626pp. The 1903 and 1910 Black Diaries are reprinted, in full, from the Scotland Yard typescripts - with a goodly number of misreadings and errors. The 1911 Black Cash Ledger however is only reprinted in this limited and numbered edition (1,500 copies) while the 1911 Black Diary is not included at all. That diary, as opposed to the ledger, is sexually the most detailed of all the five diary/notebook items at Kew. Quite substantial on the 1916 Rising, the book is bulked out with reprints of the official Congo and Putumayo reports, and has many excellent and evocative photographs. The somewhat haphazard, Irish historical material is of a nationalist disposition and was written by Maurice Girodias who apparently became quite obsessive about his task. Olympia’s other authors included Henry Miller. 

Roger McHUGH Casement - The Public Record Office Manuscripts: a thirty-page study in Threshold (editor Mary O’Malley), Vol. 4, Spring/Summer 1960. Professor McHugh tried to deal with the actual content of the diaries now that they were available (from 10 August 1959) to historians, and concentrated on inconsistencies, interpolation theories, and the unlikeliness of Casement escaping detection during his heavy-duty sexual period, as recounted in 1911. McHugh wrote as a nationalist (a Clann na Poblachta Senator 1954-57) not capable of believing in their authenticity, therefore anything and everything goes into the pot including, then, contemporary psychiatric ideas about “promiscuous pathics.” (in folder)

H. (Harford) Montgomery HYDE Trial of Roger Casement, William Hodge, London 1960 in the Notable British Trials series: introduced with an account of the arrest and execution by the former Unionist MP for North Belfast. Hyde also reproduced, only in the revised 1964 Penguin edition, entitled Famous Trials 9: Roger Casement, a fortnight’s extract from the 1911 Black Diary which, up to this volume, remained otherwise unpublished. The MP’s parliamentary efforts to get the diaries examined by experts form another appendix. 

    Hyde’s The Other Love, Heinemann, London 1970, remains the definitive book on British homosexual history. It is written in a racy no-holds-barred style with original accounts of lives lived as sexual outlaws. He was an indefatigable biographer and author on historical subjects, but sex, and homosexuality in particular, dominated his output. He was either unusually liberal and freethinking, or had a personal interest, never declared. He died, thrice married, on 10 August 1989 at the age of eighty-one, proving that Unionists are not always what they are presumed.

Herbert O. MACKEY Roger Casement: The Truth about the Forged Diaries, C.J. Fallon Ltd, Dublin 1966: although published after The Black Diaries, this booklet  (with its strong photographs) ignores the diaries’ content and concentrates almost entirely on discrepancies and the deceits of the British establishment. It is written from the viewpoint of a dedicated Catholic nationalist zealot. Mackey’s views continue to live on in O Máille, Ui Callanan and Payne’s 1994 pamphlet, The Vindication of Roger Casement - Computer Analysis and Comparisons, and into a new generation of forgery conspiracy buffs. Mackey also published a noisy, assertive 1959 pamphlet I Accuse! - A Monstrous Fraud that Deceived Two Continents (written after inspection of the diaries at Kew) and Roger Casement - The Secret History of the Forged Diaries, (within also entitled Roger Casement - A Guide to the Forged Diaries) Apollo Press, Dublin 1962.

Brian INGLIS Roger Casement, Hodder and Stoughton, London 1973, 448pp. Well-written, extensive, historical and political biography by a former Irish Times journalist who accepted the Black Diaries were not forged, having held a different view earlier. Inglis is cheerful about Casement’s sexuality, seeing him as an effective patriot and Irish nationalist, if a bit of an hysteric. Only a few pages deal with Casement’s upbringing since Inglis concentrates on the African, Irish and First World War aspects. Three paperback editions have also been published since the hardback; by Coronet in 1974; Blackstaff in 1993; with a third, a Penguin Classic, in 2002.

B.L. (Benjamin Lawrence) REID The Lives of Roger Casement, Yale University Press, New Haven and London 1976. This is a little-known, thoroughly researched biography that majors on the German episode 1914-16. It is written in a literary and immensely readable style. Reid who died in 1990 was a Humanities Professor at Mount Holyoke College in Massachusetts and had already published a book on the Irish-American lawyer John Quinn. He attempts, evidentially, if not always accurately, to prove the diaries genuine and psychologically consistent. Reid deals with the homosexuality issue in an interesting and amusing mode, clearing away his own prejudices and treating Casement very much as a human sexual being with all the absurdity that can appear to involve for the outsider looking in. This novelised history was overshadowed by that of Brian Inglis. The two authors’ paths frequently crossed in those source rooms of Casementia - the National Library of Ireland in Dublin’s Kildare Street and the Public Record Office in London.

Roger SAWYER Casement: The Flawed Hero, Routledge & Kegan Paul, London 1984: biography dealing for the first time, at some length, with Casement’s family background and upbringing. Sawyer majors also on the Belgian Congo and South American investigations on rubber slavery for the Foreign Office. The consular service, and Casement’s role in it, is a key part of this work which enters much new territory. The author writes as an Englishman from a radical, anti-slavery tradition, accepting, reluctantly, that the diaries have been proved genuine. Sawyer is now the doyen of the Casement authors, with a probably, unequalled, private, documentary archive.

Michael CARSON The Knight of the Flaming Heart, Doubleday, and Black Swan, GB and London 1995 and 1996, 272pp: a novel and comic fantasy, by a gay man, detailing Casement’s return to Ireland and the Congo, in apparition form, becoming a gay saint because of his modern miracles performed on Africans, gays with AIDS, and (in an unlikely concept for Casement) decommissioning IRA active service units in England. Amazingly it succeeds in holding the reader’s attention despite the absurdities and wish fulfilment.

Roger SAWYER (editor) Roger Casement’s Diaries - 1910: The Black & The White, Pimlico (imprint of Random House), London 1997, 274pp: consists of the 1910 Black Diary, unabridged and extensively annotated, alongside an abridged version of the 1910 White Diary. Sawyer’s outlook is humanitarian. Believing the diaries to be authentic, he knocks down many of the forgery assumptions with hard evidence. A liberal where homosexuality is concerned, Sawyer is opposed to the “penetrative sex” aspect. Sympathetic to Ireland (and with an Irish wife), he writes from an understanding British viewpoint.

Angus MITCHELL (editor) The Amazon Journal of Roger Casement, Lilliput Press Dublin, in association with Anaconda Editions London, 1997, 534pp: consists of the complete 1910 White Diary or ‘Putumayo Journal’ of 23 September - 6 December 1910, now in the NLI. It is well, if at times controversially, annotated and sits alongside comprehensive allied correspondence and a chapter on the Black Diaries controversy. Mitchell’s outlook and specialism is Amerindian tribal extermination and the Amazon rubber trade. Born in 1962, he is from a British establishment family. His father Colin Mitchell, or ‘Mad Mitch’, was a colonial soldier-hero, notably in Aden, and later a Scottish Tory MP, who ultimately became disaffected from the London establishment which had taken him up.

    Angus Mitchell believes the Black Diaries were forged by British Intelligence (involving a continuing cover-up), since Casement was too good a man and too serious an anti-imperialist to prey sexually and promiscuously (as he would put it) on native boys and colonial peoples. The author disputes whether Casement was gay but states the diaries are “clearly homophobic documents”. He has lived in Brazil and knows the Amazon area. See also his History Ireland articles, Casement’s Black Diaries - Closed Books Reopened, Autumn 1997 and The Casement ‘Black Diaries’ Debate – the story so far, Summer 2001, also Forgery or Genuine Document in History Today, March 2001, and his edited pamphlets of Casementia distributed by the Roger Casement Foundation in Dublin.

Reinhard R. DOERRIES Prelude to the Easter Rising: Sir Roger Casement in Imperial Germany, Frank Cass, London & Portland 2000: by translating and publishing original German Foreign Office material amongst 159 documents, Dr Doerries, a distinguished US/German diplomatic historian, provides for the first time the Berlin view of Casement.

ROYAL IRISH ACADEMY Roger Casement in Irish and World History, Dublin 2000: a collection put together to be the programme for the Academy’s prestigious Casement Symposium, 5-6 May 2000, with three articles by Casement including one on the Putumayo Indians, his 1913 Ballymoney speech, and the Irish government’s 1965 report on the exhumation and return of his remains. 

Adrian WEALE Patriot Traitors: Roger Casement, John Amery and the Real Meaning of Treason, Viking, London 2001: Weale, a former intelligence officer, compares the sociopathic, anti-semite Amery (son of Leo Amery, Churchill’s Secretary of State for India), hanged in 1945, with Casement whom he boldly suggests was guilty of youthful exploitation of Africa while later being a compulsive, predatory, promiscuous homosexual. The Amery section is interesting and original, that on Casement is not, being almost entirely derivative and uncomprehending. 

The Forensic Examination of Documents and Handwriting: The Report of Dr Audrey Giles on the Black Diaries, 47pp, The Giles Document Laboratory, Amersham, Bucks, 12 March 2002 (in folder)

W. J. Mc CORMACK Roger Casement in Death or Haunting the Free State 2002 formerly titled Ghosting: Roger Casement and the Great Forgery Theory of 1936, on Dr Maloney’s book by the Professor of Literary History at Goldsmiths College, London[image: image1.jpg]W, Me Cormncx



: UCD Press writes “Forensic tests commissioned in 2001 by Professor Mc Cormack on the so-called 'black diaries' of Roger Casement have confirmed beyond all reasonable doubt that they were indeed written by Casement, and not forged by British intelligence, either in part or wholly. How then did the idea take hold that the diaries had been forged? Roger Casement in Death provides a fascinating answer. The story is centred on W. J. Maloney, whose 1936 book, The Forged Casement Diaries, brought the topic to the attention of the Irish public. Mc Cormack raises questions about intelligence work, archival engineering, IRA unofficial action, and Nazi propaganda. He reveals an Irish-American campaign to influence the domestic politics of the Irish Free State, and sheds new light on such figures as Eamon de Valera and W.B. Yeats, as well as on a cast of colourful bit players. W.J. Mc Cormack was Professor of Literary History, Goldsmiths College, University of London, until his retirement in the summer of 2002. He now lives in the Irish countryside. His latest books are Fool of the Family: A Life of J. M. Synge (Weidenfeld) and The Silence of Barbara Synge.”

Jeffrey DUDGEON Roger Casement: The Black Diaries - With a Study of his Background, Sexuality, and Irish Political Life, Belfast Press, Belfast 2002, launched by Professor Paul Bew (QUB) on 21 November 2002 at the Linen Hall Library in Belfast. Full-page previews and photo-led extracts appeared in the Belfast Telegraph (18 November) and Ireland on Sunday (17 November), with a news story in the Observer (Irish edition) the previous week. The author gave interviews on BBC Radio Ulster’s Talkback, and Sunday Sequence, and RTE Radio 1’s Tonight with Vincent Browne in an hour-long discussion of the Casement controversy. RTE TV’s The View chose it as book of the week and broadcast a three-person panel review (including Margaret O’Callaghan) after a filmed reading by the author in the National Museum pictured beside Casement’s Irish brigade uniforms. 

It was reviewed in the Daily Telegraph, on 28 December 2002, by the former Irish Prime Minister, John Bruton; on 5 January 2003 in the Sunday Telegraph by Christopher Andrew, the MI5 historian (both reviews on the Telegraph website or accessible through www.nuzhound.com) and in the Irish Independent on 11 January 2003; favourably in the Belfast Telegraph by John Hunter, a barrister journalist, with Ballycastle connections on 4 January; also by Brendan O'Connell in the January issue of Dublin's Gay Community News. 


The Irish Times review on 19 January 2003 was by Senator David Norris. Brendan Clifford has been discussing the book (and the author’s life and times) at some length in the Irish Political Review/Northern Star’s January and February editions (see www.atholbooks). Fortnight carried a page-long review (see www.fortnight.org/casement) in its February 2003 edition by William Crawley of the BBC. The March 2003 issue of GI, a glossy Dublin gay magazine, carried an article with several pages of extracts and commentary. The April 2003 edition of Gay Times had a review by Scottish novelist, Graeme Woolaston. The Belfast News Letter finally printed an (edited) review by Roger Sawyer in October 2003. History Ireland carried an extensive review by Margaret O’Callaghan in its Winter 2003 edition. The Irish Economic and Social History Journal (2003 edition) published a rancorous review by Angus Mitchell accusing the author of being homophobic. 



The Spring 2004 edition of the prestigious Irish Literary Supplement published by Boston College for the American Conference on Irish Studies carries an extremely hostile (anti-gay) three-page review of the book by Coilin Owens of George Mason University. He did however accept the authenticity of the diaries. A correspondence ensures in the Fall 2004 issue. In its edition of 27 May 2004, the New York Review of Books published an extensive 6,000-word article/review by the novelist Colm Tóibín of Roger Casement: The Black Diaries and three other Casement books (by Mitchell, McCormack and O Siochain). Tóibín described Dudgeon’s book as “perhaps the most complete and interesting so far”. McCormack criticises Tóibín in the September 2004 issue. Tóibín replies effectively in the same issue.

Angus MITCHELL Casement, Haus Publishing, London, 2003, brief, unreconstructed pedagogic political biography taking little or no account of facts revealed by the work immediately above.

Colm TÓIBÍN Love in a Dark Time, Gay Lives from Wilde to Aldomovar, Picador, London 2003 (Casement chapter: Sex, lies and the black diaries.)

William BRYANT Iquitos 1910: Roger Casement and Alfred Russel Wallace on the Amazon, Xlibris, USA 2003, a fiction which links Casement knowledgeably with earlier botanists and explorers; written in a post-modern idiom and replete with unrelenting sexual fantasies. 
Séamas Ó SÍOCHÁIN and the late Michael O’SULLIVAN (editors), The Eyes of Another Race: Roger Casement’s Congo Report and 1903 Diary. Edited with an Introduction and Notes, University College Dublin Press, Dublin, 2003. “[image: image2.jpg]


In 1903, Roger Casement, then a British consul, left his consular base on the Lower Congo River and made a journey through the regions of the Upper Congo to investigate at first hand reports of alleged atrocities. His subsequent report was a crucial instrument in the British government's efforts to bring about change in King Leopold's Congo Free State. This edition brings together Casement's report, together with his diary of that year, which have been carefully edited for publication. Names which were omitted from the original published report have been reinstated, and explanatory notes have been provided to report and diary. RTE and BBC broadcast historical films on Casement in March 2002 entitled The Ghost of Roger Casement and The Secret Diaries of Roger Casement respectively, both hinged to a new forensic examination of the diaries by Dr Audrey Giles. She had been commissioned by a steering group put together by Professor Bill Mc Cormack of Goldsmiths College, London, constituted after the Royal Irish Academy symposium of May 2000. Dr Giles reported that the writing in the Black Diaries was a single population and that the vast majority of what she had inspected could be identified conclusively as in Casement’s hand. Perhaps most importantly, she said she noted no significant differences from his handwriting, neither was there any evidence of the “contentious” entries having been added.  

   The second, ponderous hour-long, RTE programme, broadcast after the Giles Report was published, was remarkable for its attempt to counter the result of the forensic examination - despite RTE and the Irish government having part-funded it. A significant accusation repeatedly levelled at Dr Giles was that her previous employment by the London Metropolitan Police made her report fatally flawed. That programme closed with a hesitant series of afterwords by Angus Mitchell who in the words of the Sunday Times reviewer “sought refuge in his quotations bank. ‘All truths are oppressive statements by the authorities,’ he declared, parroting Michael Foucault. Realising that this may have sounded pretentious, not to mention dumb, he called W.B. Yeats to the stand. ‘There is no truth save that in thine own heart,’ he proclaimed. So now you know, ignore history books and television documentaries. Buy a stethoscope instead.” The RTE commentator after all his efforts could only conclude “Casement remains elusive and enigmatical.”

    No openly gay voice was heard on any of the TV programmes nor was any historian from Northern Ireland featured. Both productions were marred by a tendency to depict Casement simply as a hero or patriot, or as a victim, losing many of the subtleties and contradictory facts in their desire to avoid the controversial issues of Ulster and the nature of his sexual lifestyle.
