Summer school delves into Casement legacy

DR MARTIN Mansergh delivered the keynote-address at a summer school celebration of the legacy of Roger Casement on Monday in what is hoped will become an annual event for Tralee.

On the very date of the 93rd anniversary of the patriot's death, the Minister of State at the Department of the Arts, who is an eminent historian in his own right, delivered the keynote address at the inaugural Roger Casement August Gathering in the Brandon Hotel, Tralee.

It was no accident that the inaugural Casement Summer School took place in Kerry, either, as one of the organisers of the event, Seán Seosamh Ó Conchubhair explained: "In the extraordinary life and afterlife of Roger Casement, the Kingdom of Kerry holds a distinct position. At dawn on Good Friday 1916, Casement, Robert Monteith and a third man landed on the beach at Banna Strand.

"In the ensuing years a spiral of stories, mythologies, regrets and allegations about what happened and what might have happened welled up in the imagination of Kerry folk. The Roger Casement August Gathering will consider the implications of Casement's brief spell in Kerry and the continuing politics of his rightful place in the history and imagination of Ireland in coming years as we did in our first event."
