Sir Roger Casement, in a long letter to the
Irish T'imes on the above subject, says:—

The district should be considered as a special
arca entitled to special consideration, and, if
existing powers are inadequate, they should
be sought, and a special fund attributed Lo
this chief problem of congestion. It would be
impossible for me, within the compass of a
letter, to do more than outline the idea that
suggests itself.  If collective migration to
economic holdings in another part of Ireland
is, as I am told, well nigh impossible to apply
to this coast-dwelling Iopulﬂtion, who earn
much of their livelihood by the sea, a much
more organised effort to develop sea industries
might well be attempted. Inland from Carra.
roe there is a section of uninhabited country
that might be drained and reclaimed at, I
will admit, considerable cost. An effort to
do this would involve local employment of &
kind very suited to men inured to bog-cutting
and drawing turf; and the result might well
furnish economic holdings to the best suited
families in the neighbouring overcrowded
region. They would here still be close to their
cinsmen, and would remain one community,
but with expanded means of subsistence.
