Just a few lines to say I am going down to see the "poor brothers" tomorrow and find out what are the real chances of the thing coming off - We shall know inside of two weeks.


Meantime I am sending some more "literature" - also three letters you might try to get over under other addresses except to the Sir L.B. No one would open that! & it has another note inside.  All three give copies of my letter to Grey over the Findlay affair which the recipients may use to advantage.


Have you paid over the 1000 marks to Christensen's wife?  He paid me that sum and I promised you would give his wife the money & I wrote you in March asking you to do it.  Her address is:

He does not wish you to go to her, simply to send it to her by registered post.


I hope you and your wife and the children are flourishing.


The 'Lusitania' is a queer business - a lamentable thing from one point of view, and sure to cause Germany great harm.  But the blame lies on other shoulders.


The article I sent you in the C. Times puts it squarely on the right shoulders.  I am very sorry all the same - and fear it must injure a good cause.  This is a general feeling here, people are very sorry for the loss of life but recognise that the criminal is England.


Try to get Irish World and all the less extreme elements on our side too - united we stand & win.
