I think Lesley McNaughton had Charlie's middle names as Adam William
Ball, but it seems the order was different.  Tom evidently had the
third name Francis; I don't know whether he changed it to Jephson at
confirmation (if he was ever confirmed), or whether that was just
someone's imagination.
 
In 1881 Roddie was staying (or living) with Auntie in Liverpool.  His
brothers were at sea or in Oz by then, I think.  I can't find Nina in
any census after1871.
