Items 1-18 (Casement to Major Robert/Mrs Berry) and nos. 19, 20, 21, 34, and 36-40 seen on my visit of 28 November 2009. 
Nos. 24-32 are also in PRONI – Casement’s correspondence with Lady Emmott. These nine letters were donated to PRONI (in photocopy form) and catalogued as T3072 in the McPeake collection along with items 22, 23, 33 and 35 – thirteen in all. 

The Col. Berry letters are copied in NLI MS 31,722, “A portrait of Roger Casement: some unpublished letters to Col. Robert Gordon Berry, edited with commentary by Desmond J, Berry. 1905-1913. 1 carbon typescript (51 p.) Lacks p.9.” 
This came in Accession 4381, the 1988 Roger McHugh papers (see item 37 below, “Berry, Desmond A knight in tarnished armour: (2??), 124 p.”)

Police said to be subject to military discipline.

Ward is called “The wings of the eagle” because he flapped his arms when walking. Casement is called, in native language, “a spotted rat, as he walked so fast and disappeared,” also “the man who picks up something.”
