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This is the story of a scandal that rocked London in the years leading up to the outbreak of the First World War. Its repercussions were huge - The Times alone ran an average of two articles a week on the "Putumayo Affair" for three solid years. 

Roger Casement, troubleshooter for the foreign office, was sent to investigate reports that a British registered rubber company had founded its wealth on the exploitation and mass-murder of Amerindian tribespeople in the Putumayo River region of Peru. What he uncovered was to shock the world, and shake the foundations of Imperialist certainty to their core. At its centre was Julio Arana, the Devil of the Putumayo, with the blood of thousands of Indians on his hands. 

But the story doesn't end there. Casement's investigation was just the beginning of a duel between him and Arana that was to last the rest of his life... 
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
