LEDGER: Sunday 10 Septr. Arrive Pará.   To arrive in Pará to-day off S.S. “Boniface”. Home meet João tomorrow. Wine Bill 1.0.6. …Sub Life Boat fund 5/-. Going ashore baggage. Beer 1/-. Lent Cashier 1 3 Stewards 13/6. Carpenter 2/6…Arrived Pará 1.30. Alongside 4 p.m. & on shore at 5. To Hotel do Commerc. Sereno gone! – Out after dinner & Baptista Campos & Nazareth – None. Huge exposure B. Campos with girl & in Nazareth nice Paraense – young 16, big soft…
DIARY: 10 SUNDAY    Should arrive Pará – Will go ashore & to Hotel do Commercio for night. Expect find Olympio & I hope the Grand Mulatto – & others. Arr. Pará alongside 4 p.m. On shore to Hotel do Commercio. After dinner out to Palace Square. None. To B. Campos – some & one Huge standing on young Portuguese & girl. To Nazareth & Paz & Palace again till 12.40. Not one.

LEDGER: Monday 11 Sept. 1911    [at top of page:] Saw João Anselmo de Lima 7.30 a.m. Serzedello Correa… In Pará – Out at 7 saw João Anselmo at corner by Cemetery, but did not speak. He busy but I am sure saw me. Poor small cart. Trams 300…
DIARY: [At top of page:] João 251 Baptista Campos. Will (D.V.) go Baptista Campos at 6.30 a.m. & find I hope before 7.30. João Anselmo de Lima – If I do I will instantly give 15$000 & invite for tonight without any misunderstanding. 

11 MONDAY    Saw João at 7.30 a.m. but did not speak – too many about – He looked poor. To Pickerell & Cox – & then to Pogson & Niece & Customs & got baggage out. Rain at 5 p.m. Saw a magnificent caboclo boy at 1 p.m. – white pants & huge testemunhos & stiff, also; 7½'' lying – thick across thigh. Wired F.O. about Fonseca & Montt. 4 p.m. out after dinner to Palace Square. None. To B. Campos, Beer. Not a soul & to Paz Square. None anywhere – all in theatre. To Palace Square again. Saw Barber of 1908. Huge exposure long snake & testemunhos, grey pants & then a Portuguese about 27 well dressed, huge one. Stiff all across square to Palace & sat down. Very shy wanted! Huge – about 9'' – I think. Left & home after long stay at Theatre at midnight. Wished I take Portuguese. He sat beside me on seat & wanted awfully.

LEDGER: Tuesday 12 Sept.    At Souza. Vermouth 1000. Biscuit 500. To lunch with Pogsons. Awful muck! …
DIARY: 12 TUESDAY   Tuesday 12. Sept. Out to Souza. Seeing glorious Ceará caboclo type in Nazareth Square on seat. At Souza, Vermouth – then back to breakfast with Pogsons at 12 but it was 1 a.m. [sic] before we sat down to a vile grub. Fine Cockatoo – Back at 3 & lay down with headache. Out after early dinner 6 to Big Square. None – & then B. Campos – beer – & round several times – none. To Nazareth none & to Paz Gardens. One possible offer – but small & dirty – so back to Palace Square & there on seat “Passear” of long ago – Bared but I none & home 9.15 & turned in in new room.

LEDGER: Wednesday 13 Septr. 1911    Lovely day. Out to Una & Val du Caens & back & then dinner with & Andrews & McH. & Huge Tram Inspector’s after 9.10 p.m. at Palace Square. Stiff as sword & thick & long  X  Big Tram Inspector. …Ricudo 200…
DIARY: 13 WEDNESDAY    Lovely morning – intend going Val de Caens on foot today. Left 7.30. Tram to Marco. Saw lovely boy yellow pants on way at Tram corner. Huge one.  X.  Soft face. To Una. Bathed. Big caboclo – small one. On to Val de Caens. Mrs H. in bed. so turned back. Bathed Una & old Indian – long one – & to Public House drinks & back to Marco at 1 p.m. & home 1.30 tired & hungry. No food since 6 p.m. last night! Dr Dillon Jones to lunch. Cards Ornstein & Chaplain. Then Harvey called & found me with Dr Dickey in room. At 6.30 out to dine Andrews & MacHaffie. Lovely caboclo moço well dressed in corner – Huge exposure – Dined & talked till 9 p.m. & then back to town. Off at cg’tte shop corner where big exposure of morning – but now down. To Palace Square & saw a fat Portuguese middle aged & then suddenly “Whist” under trees on pavement & Tram inspector called & said “Venha ca.” He entered Kiosque I followed & he put hand at once softly fingering & milking – I put hand & found, in dark, a huge stiff one – long & thick and firm as poker. He had near to the dark caboclo.

LEDGER: Thursday 14 Sept 1911    To Zoo. Met João Anselmo – & talked it big…João 10.000. Breakfasted Andrews & Mac H… Afternoon lay down. Then to Pogson 7 p.m. Cgttes 400. Trams 600. 200.

DIARY [At top of page:] Met João Anselmo de Lima at 9 a.m. and gave 10$000. To meet tomorrow at 7 a.m. at Cemetery – but I did not.
14 THURSDAY    Saw Enormous one on poor dungaree boy (17 or so) from Hotel window watering spare ground in front. Bare feet & it a huge soft one wobbling under pants. Out to Zoo – seeing many – and on way met João Anselmo de Lima & shook hands long & softly – gave 10$000 He wanted to give me roses but I said tomorrow morning. To breakfast with Andrews & MacH. and back at 2 & lay down & then to Pogson & after light dinner out to Baptista Campos & Cemetery after Paz Theatre where Friend appeared & said “Gosto” – & tried awfully hard – saying “much milk” – worked like Oscar round & round & deep. Back at 10.30 & dressed again & out on a walk but all deserted till after midnight.  X  Friend “pequeño” to meet Saturday at 8 p.m. 
[On blotter:]  X  Augusto Santos entered 

LEDGER: Friday 15 Sept 1911    …Postage stamps for Father Smith at Barbados. …Val du Caens to lunch with Harveys. Back 6 p.m. & after dinner out…Tip 200 boy. Tram 200. Huge exposure 8'' in Kiosque at Palace Square 8 p.m.
DIARY: 15 FRIDAY    Bad headache Did not go out to João at 7 a.m. as was too seedy. Poor boy – will try & see him later. To Val de Caens at 10.30 to lunch with Harveys and then they brought me back in Lotus. Jigsaw at 7 to 8 p.m. with Ricudo & Dickey. Then out to Palace Square & at once entered Kiosque & huge long one (about 7½'' lying), tried to get me. Man of 27 or 28, like Barber wanted awfully. Saw “Passear” too, after at 8.30, so left to B. Campos – Whisky – None & then Paz none & Nazareth (twice) none & Theatre Square & round & round several times. None at all. Saw caboclo Indian at Paz who looked lovely but still at 12 none after another wait at Palace Square. It is the best. Jig saw till 1.30 a.m. 
LEDGER: Saturday 16 Sept.    War between France & Germany! Tram to Marco & back 880. To Andrews & MacHaffie…

DIARY: 16 SATURDAY    Up tired after Jig Saw & finished it at midday only. After lunch to Andrews & MacH. Expect meet friend tonight at Cemetery & will to Independencia & enter. Returned at 2.30 from Andrews & at 5. to Pogsons till 6.30. Then dinner & at 8 p.m. out to cemetery & met Friend who entered at once – Huge testemunhos. Police passing behind paling – but he laughed & went in deeper. 10$000. Then to Nazareth & B. Campos & at 9.10 to Paz & there Spaniard young shirt sleeves offered – & also a poor thing & then other fine young, dark haired work Spaniard of Thursday evg at Theatre – on seat in Avenida – & he to theatre & spoke. I came & so home – He wanted & suggested good for Sunday to passear [walk out]. Turned in at 9.40 & slept. Sereno called at 4. Huge one – Brown face. Works at Reducto! Shook hands!
[On blotter:] Augusto mtg. Saturday ?? hard
LEDGER: Sunday 17 Sept 1911    X  – Friend 17$ = £1.2.0. To Sacramento & bathed…To Zoo twice & huge ones. In at 5 p.m. & beer & lay down till 7 & out to Palace & Co. at once. Huge & furious. To Him 17$000. “Rio!”

DIARY: 17 SUNDAY    To Sacramento with Andrews at 9 after many types & there after 6 for it then to zoo – & Huge ones on several & so home at 4.45. to beer & then my diary. In evg after rest, out at 7 to Palace Square & almost at once a beautiful moço in white looked & entered Kiosque. Met outside & invited to passear and away we went. Felt in darkness big head – & then to B. Campos & on by Souza tram to Marco where in dark travessa he stripped almost & went in furiously – awfully hard thrusts & turns & kisses too & biting on ears & neck. Never more force shown. From Rio. Returned 10 changed & out till 11.30. Huge one in café on moço.

DIARY: [At top of page:] Felt tired all day. “Augusto” in Tavares Cardozo & Co. Livraria. João Alfredo. [a street] Would not take any present! First since Dublin. 

18 MONDAY    Stayed in house most of day till 7.30 p.m. writing letters & reading a little and then after dinner with Dr Dickey at 7.30 out with “Agassiz” for Pickerell & then at corner waiting for tram saw a fine type who looked across street at me too. I waited for 2 trams to pass & then walked along & was looking back at a lovely Ceará caboclo sailor when a moço hurried over & held out his hand & it was this boy. He had followed – At once took my arm & squeezed & led away side – & arranged meet at Nazareth Square at 8. To Dickey ill & then to Nazareth & at 8.15 he came & at once led me off – Felt. Huge – thick as wrist. Only 17 or 18. From Lisbon. 4 years in Pará. Walked to Sao Braz he squeezing hand & wrist all time & there “assenta!” on grass in dark travessa he admitted his wish at once & so I took it. First spittle but so big could not get in – then glycerine & honey & in it went with huge thrust & he suck on me & worked hard. “Calor”! Refused any present. 

[On blotter:]  X  Augusto entered hard. 

Saw my crested screamer in Zoo. Local name is Seriema Cariama Cristata (L).
[3 days] LEDGER: [19-21 September:] …Drew £40 Bank at 16¼d. per dollar…Sandwich & Chop …About 14.762 to £…Stamps for Father Smith at Barbados 5.400…Hotel Bill to date 18th. Myself 80$000 Ricudo 80$000 – Extras 74$500. …Ricudo 500…Hammock 8.000…
DIARY: 19 TUESDAY    I went to Pogson & Andrews at Pará Electric, where saw a most lovely moço I’ve ever seen I think. Big soft gazelle eyes, tiny moustache & sweet chin & oval face. Well dressed sitting down. We looked often at each other & smiled. Back & Andrews & Mac to lunch. Then Customs to try & get Baggage by Andrews Despachante – but failed. Inspector refuses allow it to go! Said I’d leave it altogether. Read “The Heart of Rome”. Out to Ornstein at 6.45–7. Left card. After dinner to cemetery & saw waiting there Augusto dos Santos – but passed saying “Boa Noite” & as he did not follow returned to Palace Square – none at all – & to bed at 9 p.m.
DIARY: 20 WEDNESDAY    “Hilda” sails today for Iquitos & I can’t go in her on account of this baggage delay. Will probably go by “Rio Negro” & try & ship the baggage as cargo by “Javary”. Out to Duff & Cole & Zoo. Fine caboclo keeper big one – & then some huge ones and finally “Passear” emerged from office of trams in white & went passed. Will do it with him tonight! In evg out to Andrews, but he out. Found MacHaffie in & stayed till 9.30. Then down by Circular to Palace & a caboclo in striped jersey on seat. Looked & wanted & got up to mooch off thro’ to shade of trees of Square. I knew he meant it – but while waiting at Kiosque corner a fine caboclo – about 24 – innocent smiling face – broad thick set – in white & bare feet came up softly & timidly & said “Passeando”? I said “Yes” – “Si” & then “Segue” & he followed. But striped jersey followed too. Caboclo on after me up to jail – but then lost sight – as I hurried on to avoid striped jersey. It was a pity, as his rose stiff as iron pushing out his loose pants straight in front.
DIARY: [At head of page:] Quinta feria. Hope tonight 8.30 meet “Augusto”.

21 THURSDAY    Spent day in Hotel mostly. To Pogsons sent telegram for Rio about Customs inspector & got reply at 5. Good. Then at 6.20 out to Nazareth & got sandwich & down to Baptista Campos at 7.10. There a glorious young moço, smart set of Pará, came & sat down & talked & asked if “Orenta” – and then got his up stiff as poker & hand in pocket. Wanted it awfully. Literally begged for it. Put arm round neck on seat but had to go for “Augusto”. He wanted to come with me. Shook hands & off at Nazareth 8.10 to 8.50. No Augusto – as I feared – so missed both. To Palace Square 9.15 – & there till near 11 but, save “Passear” none. Last night in Pará & this bitter disappointment. “Passear” got into Ascural tram with me – but I left it soon & back on foot.
LEDGER: Friday 22nd. Sept.    Leave Pará in “Hilda”. Passage to Iquitos 302$000…Hotel Bill at “Commercio” 130.000. Tips to servants Manoel 5.000 Joaguim 15.000 José 15.000 Jorge 15.000 other with 5.000 Cook 8.000…Left Pará about 2.30 a.m. on Saturday after being 14 hours on this detestable craft there. God! how hopeless this people is!
DIARY: 22 FRIDAY    Leaving today by “Hilda” for Iquitos with Dr Dickey. Pogson down at 9.30 to report his utter failure to get my things out of Customs! The Inspector declined all recognition of telegram or Governor’s. So I have to go up river with all my equipment & gear in the hands of the Pará customs! On board “Hilda” at 12.30. A filthy pigsty – I am very sorry I came! What a fool I’ve been! Even the “Napo” were better than this. We lay to all afternoon – so on shore for a bit & saw glorious type with huge erection on young 16 Portuguese shop boy in Camisaria Moderna, lovely face too in João Alfredo. Left wharf at 4.30 Andrews & MacH. just in time to cheer and after vile dinner & evg. turned in at 8 p.m. & groaned in travail all night.
