When I wonder did Thomas get his Jephson name?  I presume the court names would be spot on. I had them as:

1. Agnes Jane (sister Nina) b. 25 May 1856 in Ulster, m. London 1887 George Henry NEWMAN, soon separated, widowed by 1916, went to USA 1915, d. Atlantic City 1927.   

2. Charles Adam William Ball (brother Charlie) b. 5 October 1861 in Knightsbridge, d. 1 January 1932 m. 1st 1890 Minnie BALHARRY b. 1869 d. of typhoid 1898: two daughters Blanche Constance (Nina) b. 1891 d. 1972 m. 1919 Arthur AYERS (five daughters); Kathleen Gertrude b. 15 November 1894 m. 1928 Neville VAUGHAN d.s.p. 17 April 1969. Charlie m. 2nd 1901 (secretly) Beatrice MacGREGOR: one daughter Joan b. ca 1905 m. 1940 John STUART, d.s.p. 1963.

3. Thomas Hugh Jephson (brother Tom) b. “at sea”, birth reputedly registered 3 January 1863 Boulogne, d.s.p. 6 March 1939 Dublin m. 1st ca. 1892 Blanche BALHARRY Australia b. 1866 d. Melbourne 1946, sister of Charlie’s first wife, divorced ca 1911; m. 2nd 1912 Katje ACKERMAN South Africa, artist b. 1878 d. 1970.

You have them thus:

1. Charles Adam William Ball (IX)

2. Thomas Hugh Jephson or Francis ('Tom'); said to have been b. at sea{69}, his birth being registered at Boulogne sur Mer 1863 Jan. 3; drowned in canal, Dublin, 1939 Mar. 6{70} "age 73"{69}.

I knew about the variants, at least in Tom's case, but can't explain them. If anyone knows it would be Lesley McNaughton (one of Charlie's great-granddaughters) but she's in the USA at the moment and we'd have to wait until she gets back to NZ. 

Additions to your data: there was a son b. at Rathmines 5 July 1858 and d. in infancy; and a dau. Annie Catherine b. in Kingstown 14 Sep. 1859 and d. of hydrocephaly at Long's Cottage, Islington Avenue, Sandycove, 20 Apr. 1864.  I think it likely they were still at the same address three months later, so that would be where Roddie was born.  Both births were announced in Freeman's Journal, the second also in the Irish Times.  Annie's death was found by Randal Gill of the North of Ireland Family History Society in a microfilm copy of Irish death registrations; he also found her burial in Carrickbrennan graveyard, Monkstown, recorded in a book produced by the Dún Laoghaire Borough Historical Society. 

Nina was b. in Dublin (also announced in FJ).  I still don't have a date of death for her. She m. in the registration district of St Pancras, 26 Oct. 1887; her husband was living in Freegrove Road, London N7.  Unfortunately the name George Henry Newman is by no means unique, so I haven't been able to find anything more. 

An announcement in the Melbourne Argus gave the date of Charlie's death as 10 Jan.  The surname of Tom's 2nd wife was spelled Ackermann. I can give you more precise dates and/or places of most of the marriages and of births and deaths of the wives if you need them.
