	NNE 4, roughness 4. Visibility: rain squalls at times
	Turned to 180°.  Brisk cruising speed 13 knots from 10:15 since according to instruments I am lagging considerably and on no account do I wish to delay carrying out the mission by 24 hours while the weather is so ideally favourable.

	  1:30 p.m.
	
	A large motor vessel with four masts and a small funnel sighted to port, merchant and house flags flying, apparently Danish.

	  3 p.m.
	
	The Irish coast (Achill I.) comes into sight 30 n.m. away.

	  6:40 p.m.
	
	Maintained course 144° for Tralee Bay.

	10:30 p.m.
	
	Loop Head beacon appears on port bow; soon afterwards we see high mountains looming up south of Brandon Bay.  The night is very dark and at times all visibility is obscured by rain squalls.  I shall therefore switch to electric motors about 5 n.m. outside the bay; crew at diving stations.  I intend first to search for the pilot boat at the agreed rendezvous (1 n.m. NW of the Seven Hogs).

12:10 a.m.
	Tralee Bay.  Calm.  Visibility: overcast but moonlit
	It is clearing up, visibility and light increasing as the moon rises [00:25 CET], so that the outlines of the bay and the cliffs can be clearly seen.  The harbour beacon at Sh. [presumably somewhere in the mouth of the Shannon] is visible at times.  The pilot cannot be found.  Absolutely no vessel to be seen.  The only thing is for them to go ashore by dinghy.  I shall therefore go below the high land of Kerry Head on the north side of the bay and then enter Ballyheige Bay on an easterly course as far as the minimum depth for diving.

The rocks and shallows south of it can be easily picked out.  Water in the bay mirror-smooth, only a slight swell.  Went about, lowered dinghy and equipped it with everything necessary.

The dinghy with the three Irishmen pushed off at 2.15.  They did without the dinghy motor on account of loud noise and difficulty of handling.  As the distance from ship to land was approximately 2 n.m. 
I am confident the dinghy reached shore without harm about 3 o’clock.
