Paras on the Stormont stop:

The most prominent statue on the Stormont estate is of course that of Edward Carson who was many things such as the leader of Ulster Unionism at the time of partition and a committed hypochondriac, but not the man who prosecuted Oscar Wilde, contrary to popular belief. 

He actually defended his boyfriend Bosie's father, the Marquess of Queensberry. Wilde had foolishly sued Queensberry for criminal libel over him leaving a visitor's card at Wilde's club suggesting he was "posing as a sodomite". Had Queensberry lost he would have gone to jail rather than Wilde did when Carson's cross-examination revealed Oscar was indeed a sodomite. 

Bosie the boyfriend eventually turned against sodomy becoming as twisted as his father. It is suggested Carson turned down the eventual prosecuting brief on the grounds he did express that Wilde had suffered enough but this may be a myth too.

Wilde was jailed for two years under the new gross indecency law of 1885 but before that the first prominent person to go to jail for this new offence was Edward de Cobain, the MP for this area of East Belfast in 1893. He was a dedicated groper who used his position to abuse young male constituents looking for job references.
