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The Cardinal seems to be distorting the now standard defence of the Catholic Church - the statistics in the 2004 John Jay College of Criminal Justice University report on clerical abuse in the US.
The report says that from 1950 to 2002, a total of 10,667 individuals made allegations of child sexual abuse. Of these, dioceses substantiated 6,700 accusations against 4,392 priests, about 4% of the 109,694 priests who served during those years.

81% of the victims were male while a majority were post-pubescent adolescents. Only about a quarter of priests were accused of abusing children who had not reached puberty.

From the report's statistics the Church has also drawn a very dubious figure suggesting incidences of priestly paedophilia are not dissimilar to other denominations or walks of life.

Most of the victims were between the ages of 16 and 17, making the sexual abuse instances of hebephilia (sex with teenager) rather than paedophilia. 

These sources argue that, by failing to make this distinction, the media has fostered a misconception of the problem. The vast majority of the victims were between age 11 and age 17. Only 15% of the victims were 16 to 17 years of age; 51% were between the ages of 11 and 14.
The John Jay Report determined that just under 6% of victims were 7 years of age or younger. 16% of the victims were between age 8 and age 10.
81% of victims male. Male victims tended to be older than female.
