Mapax,—Ia accordance with instructions from
the Precident, I have made inquiries from our
local Commanders inlo {he case of Mrs. Lindsay.
Lhe information sent us is that she was
execuled as a spy some months ago. The
charge afamst.-her wag that ghe was directly
responsible for conveying to the enemy informa-
ton which led to the execntion of five of our
men by ithe Britich Authorities, to the death
of the sirth, fron. wounds received in action,
and 1o 2 sentence of 25 years' penal servitude
passed upon a scienth.
= Mrs. Lindsay wrote i letter to General Sirick-
land n};ninung out the cobsequences to hershif
sho our men be erecuted. They “were
execuled, nevertheless, Five days afier their
execution in Cork barracks, the eenlence wnich
had been passed on Mrs. Lindsay, and suspendoed
pending General Strickland’s reply, was duly
carried out.
