BELFAST HARBOUR POLICE KILLED 1921 (2) & 1978 (1)

Alfred Craig, Special Constable, died 11 May 1921 aged 24. 

John McHenry, Constable, died 25 November 1921 aged 60.
Edward Ferguson, Constable, died 18 June 1978 aged 35
Alfred Craig, Special Constable, Died 11 May 1921, aged 24. 

While on security duty at the Ship Street entrance to North Dock, Belfast he was approached by several men, believed to be republican gunmen; a disturbance ensued and he was shot dead through the heart. Alfred was buried in the City Cemetery. He was survived by his wife whom he had married just three months earlier.  

John McHenry, Constable, Died 25 November 1921, aged 60.
While on patrol in Milewater Road Gate in the vicinity of Belfast Harbour, he was shot six times by unknown assailants and killed. It was speculated that he was shot either by 'Loyalists' as he was a Catholic, or by 'Republicans' in revenge for his disclosure of a bomb plot, but no suspects were traced. John was buried at Milltown Cemetery.

Edward Ferguson, Constable, Died 18 June 1978, aged 35. 

While off duty drinking in an unlicensed club on the Shankill Road, Belfast, he was recognised as a member of the security forces by a Loyalist gunman who shot him in the back and killed him. Edward was a prison officer before joining the Harbour Police and was recognised by one of his former inmates.

Roman Catholic numbers in RUC ex RIC: 
FAIR: However official figures disclosed in Parliament revealed that by October 1922, 896 Protestants and 434 Roman Catholics had transferred from the RIC against a quota of one thousand from each religion. Indeed the Catholic representation was over twenty-one percent. The figure according to Chris Ryder “…fell to an average seventeen percent…Catholic officers did however generally receive promotion. In January 1925, for instance, nine of the thirty-eight District Inspectors and two of the eight County Inspectors were Catholics, a proportion of roughly twenty-five percent. In the 1970s there was a similar proportion of Catholic officers in the four most senior ranks.”
[Army dead: on 31st August 1920, Private James Jamieson walked across the line of fire of other members of his patrol who were shooting at rioters on Linfield Road.]
